Lives of many cancer patients are
in danger owing to a severe drug
shortage at the Maharagama Cancer
Hospital. About 20 brands of vital
drugs are not available, according to
hospital sources.

Drugs in short supply are
Anastrosol, Doxorubicin, Interferon,
Carboplatinum, Cisplatinum,
Letrozole, Exemestane, Flutamide,
Thalidomide, Temozolomide, and
Cytarabin. Doctors said those drugs
‘were expensive and most patients
could not afford them.

One tablet of some drugs cost as
much as Rs 400 to 500 at private phar-
macies, doctors said.
